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Abstract: “Kong Yiji Literature” represents a new form of youth subculture emerging under contemporary social
pressures. Its core lies in the youth group’s utilization of classic literary symbols from Lu Xun to express their real-
world anxieties and identity dilemmas through self-deprecation. “Kong Yiji Literature” and youth subculture exhibit
relationships across different dimensions in terms of expression forms, generative logic, and psychological mechanisms.
By appropriating classical literary symbols, young people adopt self-mocking expressions to reconcile the gap between
ideals and reality, collectively responding to structural contradictions. The shaping of employment perspectives faces
multifaceted pressures from slowing economic growth, intergenerational expectations, and policy adjustments. A
collaborative guidance framework can be established, integrating individual competence-based cognition, practice-
oriented university training systems, comprehensive social employment support chains, and culturally immersive
communication, to empower youth in reconstructing values through deconstruction. This approach facilitates the
creative transformation of intellectual capital and enables progressive professional development.
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
