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Abstract: The internationalization of higher education is both an integral component of the “Double First-Class”
initiative and a key pathway to achieving its goals. In the context of economic globalization and regional economic
integration, this paper reviews the historical development and current state of internationalization in higher education,
both domestically and internationally, and explores the deficiency in China’s research on the internationalization of
higher education. This proposes that in the light of “Double First-Class” initiative, the relevant practice and research
should be carried out in the following aspects: research on the policy development of internationalization of higher
education; formulation of differentiated and characterized strategies and objectives for western, central and eastern
regions in China; research on the index system and evaluation system of internationalization of higher education in each
region, especially in the central and western regions; and microcosmic research on internationalization practice of
colleges and universities.
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
